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InsightReports™
InsightReports™ gives management an overview of how their presses ran for a given shift and press
combination. InsightReports™ generates printable reports that contain information such as parts
made, parts rejected, run time efficiency, etc.
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How To

Figure 1: Main Screen

1. Select Report Type

You have multiple report types to choose from on the InsightReports™ main screen.
Choose the report you wish to view (For details on each report type, refer to page 7).

2. Set the Print Sort Order

Set the print sort order by machine or by shift. This is really only an issue if you print all
shifts; otherwise, the printout will list all the machines.

3. Name the Report

Under the ‘Title’ heading, type in the title that you would like to appear on the report.
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7. Set up Program Options

To open the options screen, click Options and select Setup from the menu (See page 6).

4. Pick Dates to Report On

You may type in start and end dates for the report. If the dates are identical, then only that
day will be reported on. If spans of days are chosen, then data for all those days will be
generated. Click the Pick button to unselect dates from a calendar.

5. Pick a Shift

You have the choice of what shift's data will be in the report. Shifts 1, 2, 3, 4, or All are
the choices. Select your shift choice from the drop down menu on the main screen.

NOTE: The shifts were setup in the Data Module. Depending on the number of shifts
setup and the labels that were given to them, the choices available may not
be the same as above.

6. Choose Machines to Report On

On the main screen, you will see a list of machines to report on. If this is blank, it means
that the database you are pointed to does not have any data in it. If the data module is
running, you may need to re-point the InsightReports™ program to the proper location.
See the 'Set the Database Location' section for more information.

If you have a list of machines, you can highlight any number of machines, by clicking on
the row. For multiple machines, hold down the shift or control keys while you click.

8. Print a Report

Once all the main screen selections have been made, click the Print Preview button,
which will show a preview screen of what will be printed. The system uses Crystal
Reports™ to print. This package gives you the ability to print, save to a file, or even e-
mail the report (if your computer has e-mail capabilities).

9. Set up Machine Lists to Print From

InsightReports™ can be preset with lists of machines to print from. If you have a cell or
group of machines you want to print reports for, you can create a list of machines. To do
this, highlight the machines that you would like to include in the Pick List, click Edit, and
select Pick List from the menu. Name the list, save it somewhere with the file extension of
.lst (LST), and click the Open button.  On the main screen, click the User Picked List to
Report on button to select from the different lists. You can add or remove machines from
these lists using Notepad™ or another text editor.
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Set the Database Location

If you wish to report from a different database then the standard one, such as an archived
table, then from the main menu, click File, Database Location, and select the location of
your shiftsum.mdb file you wish to use. You can rename the files, as long as the last part of
the name remains shiftsum.mdb.

For example, the archived file could be named july_99_shiftsum.mdb.

Export Data

•   Preview a report

•   Click the letter icon in the preview window

Options Screen

This option will report the up-to-the-minute shift information for the current shift if it is selected.

2. Average Cycle Includes Downtime?

Uncheck this box to only use Running time. If you want the average cycle calculated using
ALL time the job was supposed to be running, check this box.

3. Map Downtime Codes for Production Ratios Report

This button allows you to map and abbreviate what 10 Downtime Codes to display on the
Production Ratio Report.

4. Machine List Directory

What directory are the “.lst” files stored. These files recreate the picked machine lists.

1. Include Current Data in Report
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5. Show only Numeric Job numbers in the Job Number Report?

Only applies to DARTVisionTM, where a Job number can be entered.

6. Rename Job Number Report to

Gives a more permanent name to the report.

7. Hours/Minutes Box

Choose how you would like the reports to show their data, in hours or minutes.

8. Force Machine Maintenance Downtime Entry for Production Report?

Check this box if you would like to enter any maintenance downtime for a press.

9. Allow Unacknowledged Downtime in Production Ratio Report?

Reports if there is unacknowledged downtime appearing in the report.

10. Daylight Savings for Production Ratio?

This entry is necessary for any Production Ratio report that goes over the daylight savings
time frame to properly add or reduce the hours expected to run.
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Report Types

Advanced Report

Includes Good, Reject, and Total Cycles, Parts Remaining, and Run Time in addition to
the information shown in the Basic report.

Advanced Job Number Report

Provides the Job Number in addition to the information included in the Advanced report.

Basic Report

Includes Date, Machine, Mold, Shift, Standard Cycle, Average Cycle, Good Parts, Reject
Parts, Total Cycles, and Down Time. Can be run as a subtotaled report by machine.

Downtime Report

The Downtime report shows a breakdown of any downtime and reasons for the selected
machines. The report can be printed in hours or minutes and can show downtime for
unscheduled machines. This report can also be printed as Pareto chart.

Efficiency Report

Shows an efficiency value for each machine (for each shift of each day) in addition to the
information shown in the Advanced report.

Mold Run Report

Shows a run time efficiency value for each mold (for each shift of each day) in addition to
the information shown in the Basic report.

Mold Hours Report

Includes Run Time, Average Cavitation, and Standard Cavitation for all molds.
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No Scrap Report

Lists molds that produced zero scrap (by shift).

Overview Report

Shows an Indicator column (shows production efficiency as a percentage), Production,
Machine, and Mold Efficiency, and Actual vs. Standard Cavities in addition to the
information shown in the Advanced report. (See Efficiency Calculations on page 9).

Production Ratios Report

Currently only supports two 12 hour shifts. Shows four different breakdowns of production
data. The first chart shows Availability, Performance Rate, Quality Performance Rate,
and Overall Equipment Efficiency. The second breakdown shows two pie charts, one
displaying Downtime, the other Overall Equipment Efficiency. The third breakdown is a
Machine Downtime Daily Report bar graph showing the total amount of time machines
were down. The final chart shows a breakdown of machine downtime.

Scrap Report

Daily report that shows breakdown of scrap by Part #, Shift, and Quantity. The Scrap
report can be sorted by shift and can also be printed as a Pareto chart.
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InsightReports™ Reference

InsightReports™ relies on the Data Module to put information into the shiftsum.mdb database.
InsightReports™ then performs all the calculations necessary to generate its reports from
there.

It is necessary for the Data Module be running for two shifts prior to running a report. This is
required so that Insight Reports has baseline data to compare against. InsightReports™ is
designed to give shift-based data back to the user, including run time, down time, parts made,
and parts rejected.

You have the option to sort the reports by machine or shift.

As with all the InsightPro™ modules, the data is available to be accessed. Just be sure to not
lock the database while other software is running. For example, if you enter the Design Mode
on the table from within Microsoft Access™, then the table is rendered locked and inaccessible.

The information for all of the reports comes from the Machine Information table in the
Shiftsum.mdb file. This table will have a separate record for each machine every time a job
starts, stops, or a shift change occurs. The data acquisition system keeps a running tally of all
the production numbers from the start of the job to the end. The Data Module takes the
current data for each job and writes it into the Machine Information table at each shift change,
as well as the starting and stopping the job.

InsightReports™ is able to go back to any day that has data and recreate the report for that
day.
